It is impossible to know GOD's pattern for our lives without study.  Romans 10:17 tells us that "Faith cometh by hearing and hearing by the Word of GOD." 
 STEP 2: Believe that JESUS is the Son of GOD GOD tells us to believe that JESUS is His Son and our Savior. John 3:16 tells us that "GOD so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him, should not perish but have everlasting life."  
 STEP 3: Repent of your sins To repent means to feel such sorrow for a sin that we want to change our lives for the better. Before one can repent of his sins, he must come to the realization that he is a sinner. Acts 2:38 commands us to, "Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of JESUS CHRIST for the remission of sins." 
 STEP 4: Confess your sins We must confess before men that JESUS is the Son of GOD. In Matthew 10:32 CHRIST tells us "Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will I confess also before my Father which is in heaven." 
 STEP 5: Be Baptized  Baptism by immersion is commanded throughout the New Testament and is a vital prerequisite to our soul's salvation. Mark 16:16 says, "He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; he that believeth not shall be damned." 
 STEP 6: Live Faithfully Following the first five steps are required by GOD for salvation. One must also live faithful to the LORD unto death to gain that salvation. Revelation 2:10 commands, "Be thou faithful unto death, and I will give thee a crown of life."
