Ingredients:  
1 large can sliced cling peaches  
1 box yellow or white cake mix 
1 stick butter (or margarine)  
 
*This can be doubled if desired just use  
the juice off of only one can of peaches. 

Makes:  about 6 servings 

Bake at 350 - 30  mins. 

In a 8 x 12 glass casserole (or slightly lar-

ger) let the kids dump the peaches into the 

dish.  Then they sprinkle the cake mix to 

cover top.  May not need all the cake mix 

(depends on size of dish).  Then adult slices 

the butter into thin slices for the kids to lay 

across and cover the top.  Bake until golden 

brown and bubbly!!
